
  

 

COMMUNITY ORGANISATION 
FEE STRUCTURE AND BOOKING INFORMATION 

 
What will it cost?  
 
The Kids at Play program is a free service for community organisations conducting events/activities for children 
aged 2 – 5 years of age.  A Kids at Play session can range from half an hour up to a maximum of two hours for 
community organisation that are an incorporated association and carry all appropriate public liability insurance for 
the event / activity.  Eligible organsiation that fall under this category are: 
 

     -Child Care Centres  -Pre Schools -Community Events/activities (for children aged 2 – 5) 
 
Maximum number of bookings per month: 
 
As of 1st January 2008 each eligible community organistion requesting a booking under the category of the first 
two hours for free will be restricted to a maximum of one free booking per month.  Other bookings may still be 
requested within the month, however the fee for service charges will apply as detailed below.  
 

A fee for services is charged for the Kids at Play program to attend a school session and or an after school 
session as detailed below: � 

Program Cost: (All prices GST inclusive) 
 

Monday to Friday - $ 200.00 per hour. Minimum 2 hour booking. 
Saturday -  $ 240.00 per hour. Minimum 2 hour booking. 
Sunday -  $ 275.00 per hour. Minimum 2 hour booking. 
Public Holidays - $ 310.00 per hour. Minimum 2 hour booking. 

 
Sport & Recreation Services will invoice your organisation following confirmation of your event booking. 
 
What the Kids at Play program will provide? 
 
To create opportunities for play the Kids at Play program will provide: 
�  A specially designed van filled with all the necessary play equipment. 
�  Trained staff to lead the group and help to conduct activities (maximum of 3 staff; staff to child ratio 1:20). 
�  Information brochures for distribution to parents & carers so play opportunities can continue at home. 
 
What your event will need to provide? 
 
To ensure that children enjoy activities in a fun and safe environment you will be required to: 
�  Ensure suitable staff are present to meet the required duty of care provisions. 
�  Encourage all children and families to get involved in Kids at Play activities. 
�  Support and assist Kids at Play staff as required.
