
 

 

 

The Water Resources Act 1998 (the repealed Act) referred to 32 subcatchments within the ACT or in 
which the ACT has an interest.  The Water Resources Act 2007 (the new Act) now refers to 14 water 
management areas (WMAs).  These WMAs are comprised of a number of grouped subcatchments or one 
larger subcatchment.  They are as follows: 

1. Upper Murrumbidgee (formerly Michelago, Tharwa, Kambah, Guises and Tennent subcatchments) 
2. Lower Murrumbidgee (formerly Uriarra and Woodstock subcatchments) 
3. Naas (Naas subcatchment) 
4. Gudgenby (Gudgenby subcatchment) 
5. Cotter (formerly Corin, Bendora and Lower Cotter subcatchments) 
6. Paddys (Paddys subcatchment) 
7. Tuggeranong (Tuggeranong subcatchment) 
8. Upper Molonglo (Upper Molonglo subcatchment) 
9. Central Molonglo (formerly Kowen, Fyshwick, Jerrabomberra, Lake Burley Griffin, Woolshed and 

Sullivans subcatchments) 
10. Lower Queanbeyan (Lower Queanbeyan subcatchment) 
11. Jerrabomberra Headwaters (Jerrabomberra Headwaters subcatchment) 
12. Lower Molonglo (formerly Coppins, Woden and Weston subcatchments) 
13. Googong (formerly Tinderry, Googong and Burra subcatchments) 
14. Ginninderra (formerly Gungahlin, Parkwood and Lake Ginninderra subcatchments) 

The WMAs will operate in the same manner as the subcatchments did, in that the volume of water 
available for use and the environmental water provision will be listed on a WMA basis.
