Water Resources Act 2007

WHAT DOES THE REGULATION DO?

Section 109 of the Water Resources Act 2007 (the new Act) enables the Environment Protection Authority
to create aregulation.

The Water Resources Regulation 2007 (the regulation) contains a number of more detailed items that are
not listed within the new Act. Thereason they are listed in aregulation isthat it is easier to amend the
contents of aregulation to ensure that it sufficiently supports the administration of the new Act.
The current regulation contains the following:

A list of conditions that a water access entitlement (WAE) is subject to;

A list of person(s) who are exempt from the requirement to hold alicence to take water;

A list of person(s) who are exempt from the requirements to hold a WAE for reuse schemes or in
the case of transferred water;

The water management areas that are prescribed; and
A list of exemptions for the requirement to hold a bore work licence.
