HARASSMENT-FREE SPORT

All sporting organisations endeavour to offer sport that is safe, enjoyable
and provides appropriate role models to the community.

The following course and workshops are part of the Harassment-Free
Sport Strategy (an initiative of the Australian Sports Commission) which
assists organisations and agencies in the sport industry to deal
effectively with issues surrounding harassment, discrimination, abuse
and child protection in sport.

Harassment-free Sport Overview Workshop (3-4 hours) — is ideal for those involved
in sport interested in obtaining basic information on harassment, discrimination and
child protection issues, individual and organisational rights and responsibilities and how
to handle complaints. It is also a prerequisite for the MPIO course.

Member Protection — Management Briefing Workshop (2-3 hours) - includes
information on the legal and moral rights and obligations of organisations in relation to
member protection issues. This workshop is aimed at decision-makers at state and
national level (e.g. Board members and CEQ'’s).

Complaint Resolution for Clubs Workshop (2 hours) - committee members and
others involved at club level will learn how to effectively handle complaints and issues
that arise between people before they escalate to a formal complaint.

Member Protection Information Officer (MPIO) Course (2 days) - the revised MPIO
Course (previously the Member Protection Officer Course) increases understanding of
harassment, discrimination and child abuse in sport while teaching practical skills that
will assist anyone taking on the role of MPIO.

Defusing Conflict and Anger in Sport (3 hours) — the workshop provides ground
managers and others that frequently deal with volatile situations with strategies to
redirect hostile people and defuse confrontational situations. The workshop is an
‘adjunct’ to the Complaint Resolution for Clubs Workshop.
