
Yellow Card Implementation Process 
 

The Yellow Card System has been designed to assist club officials with the implementation of the Code of 
Behaviour at junior competitions. The system is made up of two parts, a well publicised Code of Behaviour for 
Coaches, Parents & Spectators, Players, Umpires and Administrators and a process where people who 
contravene the Code are provided with a “Yellow Card” demonstrating their breach of the code and the 
possible consequences should their inappropriate behaviour continue.  
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OR

if any, is required. 

Step 1
ub official approaches individual
d asks if they are aware of the
de of Behaviour and Yellow Card
stem.  

NO, club official to hand them a
py to read. Inform the individual
eir behaviour is in breach of the
de and they will be issued with a
llow Card and/or may be asked to
ve the stadium should their
ppropriate behaviour continue.  

YES, reinforce expected
haviour and advise of possible
nsequences should their
ppropriate behaviour continue.  

Step 2 
Club official approaches individual
and reinforces expected behaviours
of Code of Behaviour. 
 
Club official issues individual with
‘Yellow Card’ and provides copy of
Code of Behaviour for individual to
review. 
 
Club official advises that if the
inappropriate behaviour continues
they may be asked to leave the
stadium for the remainder of the
game and / or tournament. 

ACTION REQUIRED
Club official deems behaviour requires further action and 

intervenes to improve the situation. 

Step 3
ub official requests that the individual leave the stadium for the remainder of the
me and/or tournament for breach of the Code of Behaviour.  Details of breach
corded by club official and relevant parties (i.e. club or team official) notified of
each and action taken. 

dividual provided with copy of Code of Behaviour (if not already provided) and
vised to review the document to ensure the individual is aware that
ppropriate behaviour will not be tolerated.
