



ON ROAD CYCLING POLICY

The Sustainable Transport Plan1 is part of the ACT Government’s commitment to improve transport in the ACT.  The plan seeks to maintain the high level of accessibility that Canberra enjoys by achieving a move towards more use of walking, cycling and public transport, targeting a combined modal shift from 13 percent in 2001 to 30 percent in 2026.

Urban Services can contribute to the sustainable transport plan by ensuring the programs/projects it manages include appropriate measures to encourage the use of walking, cycling and public transport.  New works progressed by others and handed over to Urban Services to maintain must also include appropriate measures to encourage walking, cycling and public transport.

In relation to cycling, Urban Services is committed to developing a comprehensive off road and on road cycling network.

On road cycling lanes will be provided as part of the arterial road network2 where it is reasonable and practical to do so.

Within the arterial road network, funding priority for Capital Works will be provided towards routes identified as main routes3 in the recently developed Masterplan4.  The provision of on road cycle lanes on the arterial road network through the road reseal and pavement rehabilitation maintenance program will depend on the available pavement width.

On road cycle lanes will be considered for inclusion on the collector2 road network where these roads are part of the main route network and the conflict with parked vehicles can be managed in a practical manner.


The main route network will be reviewed on an annual basis and expanded as necessary to pick up additional arterial and collector roads.  The level of traffic using collector roads as well as the importance of maintaining or establishing good network connectivity will be considerations in the annual review.  

Urban Services will use the Austroads Traffic Engineering Practice Series 5 as a guide for appropriate design standards and where relevant will make reference to the NSW Bicycle Guidelines6 on more specific design details.

Urban Services design standards7 includes a specific section on cycle and pedestrian facilities.
